· Mondays to Fridays
· Two tours daily – 10am and 1pm
· Maximum 10 persons 
· Fee – 13 and over $60 / children under 12 years $30 / students in uniform and senior citizens $10 
· Children under 12 years are not allowed down to the distillery or bottling plant
· Tours must be booked at least 3 days prior to date requested
· Tour is approximately 1½hrs long and includes a tour of the bitters room, the butterfly collection and the museum, bottling plant, distillery and coopers’ shed (where they make and fill the barrels) 
· No photos are allowed in the bitters room and the bottling plants
· Absolutely no videotaping

Additional things to note for visitors coming on tour:
· It is not mandatory at this time for visitors to be vaccinated, however, ALL visitors must submit to the Company’s COVID-19 screening, i.e., temperature check upon entry; complete declaration form (which can be sent via a link to complete the day of the tour); face mask to be worn while on premise/tour; wash hands before entry (with additional sanitizing stations positioned in critical areas).
· Foreign visitors must show they have satisfied the entry requirements as stipulated by GORTT at the time (rapid or PCR test, etc.) Based on our screening requirements, they are subject to review by our onsite doctor which may include a rapid test done onsite by Angostura.
· Payment for the tour must be made either via Debit or Credit card ONLY, no cash accepted.
· Closed toe shoes must be worn by all visitors – no sandals or flip flops allowed.  Covered shoulders – no vests or tank tops. For tours going to the bottling plant/distillery, visitors must wear either jeans, slacks or any other long pants – shorts, ¾ pants or dresses are not allowed.  While an exception can be made if the tour is just the museum & butterfly room, absolutely NO shorts allowed, they can wear ¾ pants or dresses, but the dress must not be short either.
